With the support of Operation Shoebox, a Florida-based nonprofit, and FedEx Freight, the
shipment will arrive in Iraq safely. The 4ft x 4ft x 4ft, graphically decorated, containers hold:
DVDs, MP3 sound systems, portable DVD players, and essential items including: socks,
shampoo, and writing pads, collected and organized by bluemedia. Operation Shoebox was
designed specifically to raise support and funds for vital personal care items for US troops; they
ship more than 2,000 shoebox size packages a month.

“bluemedia thought about off the wall items the troops would be excited to receive,” said Jared
Smith President and Spokesperson for bluemedia. “They receive all categories of items from
organizations around the country, with things citizens normally wouldn’t want for themselves,”
